2007 Annual Meeting Minutes of the Chisholm Trail RC&D, Inc.  
 
Meeting Place:  Gainesville Civic Center; 311 S. Weaver; Gainesville, Texas 
76240 
 
Meeting Time:  Tuesday, August 14, 2007 at 10:00 am. 
 
Rooter Brite, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 10:00 am and welcomed 
everyone to the 15th Chisholm Trail RC&D Annual Meeting. 
 
Brite introduced Mitchell Davenport, board member, and asked him to come and 
lead the group in our state and national pledges. 
 
Brite introduced Bill Freeman, board member, and asked him to welcome the 
group to Cooke County.  Freeman introduced the Gainesville Mayor, Glenn Loch 
and asked him to properly welcome everyone.  Loch noted highlights of 
Gainesville and that the City of Gainesville had coined the phrase “small town 
America.”  Loch thanked everyone for coming and asked that they enjoy the City 
of Gainesville. 
 
Brite introduced Lou Bridges, secretary, and asked her to review the minutes.  
Bridges asked everyone to review the minutes located within the annual report.  
Bridges made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  Liggett seconded.  
Motion passed. 
 
Brite introduced James Cantwell, treasurer, and asked him to review the 
treasurer’s report.  Cantwell reviewed the profit and loss and the balance sheet 
noting the income of the administrative grant through NRCS, membership dues 
and the SEP’s.  He noted the expenses and that all the assets are just shy of being 
completely depreciated.  Cantwell pointed out on the expense report that the other 
current assets are CD’s that were opened this year.  Cantwell made a motion to 
approve the treasurer’s report.  Spivey seconded.  Motion passed.   
 
Brite reviewed the completed projects and community improvement projects from 
the last fiscal year through a PowerPoint presentation.  He noted the outreach and 
accountability efforts of the board. 
 
Brite asked Freeman to preside over the election of the board.  Freeman asked for 
nominations from the floor for the executive board elections.  He noted that 
Davenport, Liggett, Wolf, Spivey and Norriss were up for re-election.  He opened 
the floor for nominations.  Jackson made a motion to re-elect the five as a slate.  
Bridges seconded.  Motion to re-elect Davenport, Liggett, Wolf, Spivey and 
Norriss was passed. 



 

 
Freeman introduced Congressman Michael Burgess.  Congressman Burgess spoke 
on the redistricting of his area.  He noted his new coverage area due to the 
redistricting that took place and spoke about the disaster relief that came to the 
area due to the floods. 
 
Freeman introduced Senator Craig Estes.  Senator Estes spoke about the increase 
in funding for the State Parks and Historical Sites.  He discussed tourism and the 
effects on the economy.  He urged the attendees to support Proposition 5 which 
will freeze property tax in downtown areas for five years or until the property is 
sold.  Senator Estes also discussed renewable energy and how Texas can become a 
leader in alternative energy. 
 
Freeman introduced Representative Rick Hardcastle.  Representative Hardcastle 
discussed alternative energy and the disputes over the wind farms in the area.  He 
commended Chisholm Trail on the work they had done over the last year. 
 
Freeman introduced Assistant Commissioner of the Texas Department of 
Agriculture Rick Rhodes.  Assistant Commissioner Rhodes discussed the 
importance of job creation in rural Texas.  He noted that it is the foundation of a 
healthy community.  He also discussed attracting new business to rural areas and 
touched on some of the programs offered through TDA for rural communities.  He 
reminded the audience that TDA was there to help the communities be as 
successful as possible. 
 
Brite asked Kenneth Liggett, board member, to give the invocation.  The meeting 
was adjourned for lunch provided by Dieter Brothers BBQ at 12:00 pm.
