2008 Annual Meeting Minutes of the Chisholm Trail RC&D, Inc. 
 
 

Meeting Place:  Legend Bank Community Room, 307 North Mason, Bowie, Texas 
76230 
 
Meeting Time:  Tuesday, August 19, 2008 at 10:00 am. 
 
Darin Wolf, Chairman called the meeting to order at 10:00 am and welcomed everyone to 
the 16th Chisholm Trail RC&D Annual Meeting. 
 
Wolf introduced Mitchell Davenport, board member and asked him to come and lead the 
group in our national and state pledges. 
 
Following the pledges, Wolf introduced Larry Cox, City of Bowie Mayor who thanked 
the guests for coming to Bowie and encouraged them to take a look around town before 
their return trip home. 
 
Wolf then introduced Kenneth Liggett, board Secretary who requested that everyone take 
a minute and review the annual meeting minutes from the 2007 annual meeting in their 
copy of the 2008 Annual Report.  Liggett then made a motion to approve the minutes as 
written and R. L. Spivey, Vice Chairman seconded.  Wolf asked for a vote and the 
motion passed. 
 
Wolf then asked James Cantwell, board Treasurer to review the annual financial report 
for Chisholm Trail RC&D.  Cantwell reviewed the profit and loss and the balance sheet 
statements noting various incomes and expenses, certificates of deposits and the other 
current liabilities.  Cantwell made the motion to approve the Treasurer’s report as 
presented.  Rooter Brite, board member seconded and Wolf asked for a vote.  Motion 
passed. 
 
Wolf reviewed the Activity Report for the 2007 – 2008 year through a projected 
presentation summarizing the information printed in the Annual Report. 
 
Wolf then called on Montague County Judge Ted Winn to preside over the Executive 
Board election.  Winn noted that the following Chisholm Trail RC&D Directors were up 
for election and all were willing to serve another two year term:  Brice Jackson – Clay 
County Commissioner, James Cantwell – City of Bowie Manager, Lou V. Bridges – 
Wise WCID #1, James K. “Rooter” Brite – Upper Elm-Red SWCD, Ernest Melton – 
Choctaw Watershed, and Bill Freeman – Cooke County Judge.  Winn then stated that he 
would entertain any nominations from the floor.  No nominations were made and R. L. 
Spivey, board member made the motion that nominations cease and the slate of directors 
be reelected by acclamation.  Bill Freeman seconded that motion and Winn asked for a 
vote.  Motion passed. 
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Wolf then asked Brite to introduce our guest speakers.  Brite first introduced Jim McGee, 
North Texas Regional Director for United States Senator Hutchison.  McGee reviewed 
the new Farm Bill noting conservation, renewable energy and rural development 
programs and their changes. 
 
Brite then noted that Andy Rittler, North Texas Regional Director for United States 
Senator Cornyn had called and was not going to make the meeting due to an unexpected 
conflict.  Brite then asked Texas Senator Craig Estes if he was interested in addressing 
the attendees.  Senator Estes covered bills that addressed small business appraisals, 
eminent domain and transportation issues, and various other issues that impact rural 
Texas. 
 
Brite introduced Don Gohmert, State Conservationist for the USDA – Natural Resources 
Conservation Service.  Gohmert began by complimenting the Chisholm Trail RC&D 
Council and the development of successes through partnership.  Gohmert reviewed some 
changes and impacts that the new farm bill will have on conservation programs such as 
EQIP.  Next, he noted some frequently occurring issues with conservation practices that 
have been installed on the land but altered in their design and capacity by developers and 
energy contractors that do not realize their significance.  For example, energy contractors 
are installing pipelines down the middle of a waterway constructed to empty terraces 
safely during a storm event.  He suggested that Chisholm Trail RC&D consider hosting 
workshops to inform contractors of the importance of these installations and the risk that 
occur when the design is altered. 
 
Following Gohmert, Wolf introduced Susan Campbell, Bowie Economic Development 
Director who gave a brief overview of the City of Bowie Auditorium restoration project 
which is an adopted project of the Chisholm Trail RC&D Executive Board.  Campbell 
offered to take a 15-minute tour of the facility and review the plans for renovation with 
anyone interested while lunch was being prepared. 
 
Wolf called on Bill Freeman, board member to give the invocation.  The meeting was 
adjourned for the tour and lunch catered by Dos Chiles Grandes Café at 11:25 am.
